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Design Notes: 
 
Jack’s Chamber: 
 
Furniture should be  blocky, masculine, and appear worn.  Bookshelves should be filled 
in a more disheveled fashion with books, papers, and other items one might find in an 
Oxford student residence. 
 
The objects on the mantel and the picture over the fireplace should also be more 
collegiate in nature. 
 
The window draperies should hang straight down without being tied back.  The 
curtainrod should be positioned at the bottom of the half-round window to ensure 
visibility of the arched window above. 
 
Spettigue’s: 
 
The furniture should be more refined and elegant in nature than in Jack’s chambers.   
 
The items over the fireplace and the paintings on the walls should be changed when the 
units are set for Spettigue’s interior. 
 
The bookshelves should have hard-back books interspersed with objects d’art and other 
curiosities – arranged neatly. 
 
The window draperies should be changed when the units are set for Spettigue’s and be 
pulled back with fancy braided cord.  These draperies should be hung from the top of the 
half-round window to give  the impression that the window is taller. 
 
Set Units: 
There are  7, castered, reversible  units that comprise the basic set: 

1 Fireplace / Exterior Wall unit 
1 Side Wall / Exterior Wall unit 
2 Windows  - Interior+Exterior units 
3 Bookshelf / Exterior Wall units 

 
The units should feel as if they have been extracted from a brick wall -  the sides of the 
units should have jagged edges that appear to be made of brick.  The wall should have 
depth consistent with brick.
